Arrival and Dismissal    

Procedures 
Students should arrive at school 

between 8:50-9:00 am.  This is 

when there are teachers on duty 

out front. 

Students should line up in their 

grade level areas to wait to enter 

the school.   

We enter the school at 9:00 am 

in a single-file, quiet line. 

At dismissal, when children are 

met by adults, they come out of 

the front doors.   

Students will wait in the same 

grade level areas for their       

parents.  Please do not arrange 

an alternate site for your children 

to meet you.  They must remain 

within eyesight of on-duty       

faculty. 

Please do not leave your car!  

We can get everyone’s children 

out much faster if parents stay in 

their cars. 

If you do not want to wait in the 

car loop, you can meet your 

child across the street by the 

crossing guard.  Your child 

should then be instructed to    

follow the crossing guard’s    

directions to get to your car. 

Please maintain a single line of 

traffic in the loop at all times!  

Our children’s safety is of the 

utmost importance. 

Please have your child enter and 

exit your car on the passenger 

side.  This keeps him/her out of 

danger’s way.
