	 3.	 Communicate with your child’s teachers throughout the school year
	 4.	 Help your child establish good study habits 
	 5.	 Create a quiet place for your child to study at home
	 6.	 Demonstrate good reading habits with your child
	 7.	 Promote the importance of academic success by stressing the value of lifelong 

learning
	 8.	 Ask your child’s guidance counselor about an Individual Learning Plan 
	 9.	 Discuss with your child each day the experiences they had during school
	 10.	 Watch and report any signs of academic, social, or peer distress
	 11.	 Practice healthy eating and exercise with your child
	 12.	 Know your child’s closest friends
